WHEREAS, Always anticipated the classic is more than just a game; it's a three-day event which
brings awareness to HBCUs, exposes Chicago students to various aspects of the college experience
and focuses on the "Back To School" initiative. The Chicago Football Classic supports education to
help end the violence in our community and host an annual College Fair featuring 30 colleges and
universities.
