SECTION 1. Permission and authority are hereby given and granted to TBD, upon the terms and subject to the 
conditions of this ordinance to construct, install, maintain and use seven (7) Foundation Support(s) (Concrete 
Foundation Footings) under the public right-of-way adjacent to its premises known as 1401-1411 E. 53rd St..

Four (4) at eight (8) feet In length, and one point six six (1.66) foot in width for a total of fifty-three point one two 
(53.12) square feet. Said concrete foundation footings shall be approximately five (5) feet six (6) inches below grade 
level. 

Said Foundation Support(s) (Concrete Foundation Footings) at E. 53rd Street measure(s): 
Three (3) at seven (7) feet in length, and one point one seven (1.17) foot in width fora total of twenty-four point five 
seven (24.57) square feet.
