Three (3) at three point two five (3.25) feet in length, and point six seven (.67) feet in width for a total of six point five 
three (6.53) square feet; 

Said Caisson(s) at W. Randolphn Street measure(s): 
Two (2) at fourteen point four two (14.42) feet in length, and five point three three (5.33) feet in width for a total of 
one hundred fifty-three point seven two (153.72) square feet.
