5. The following uses are permitted in the area delineated herein as a Residential Business 
Planned Development: Residential Dwelling Units; Retail Sales, Office, Personal Service, Day 
Care, Co-located Wireless Communications Facilifies; and accessory uses. 

6. On-Premise signs and temporary signs, such as construction and marketing signs, shall be 
permitted within the Planned Development, subject to the review and approval of the 
Department of Planning and Development. Off-Premise signs are prohibited within the 
boundary of the Planned Development.
