WHEREAS, After the war, the Honorable Gyorgy Szabad served as a
university history professor and went on to play a key role in the historic
negotiations which gave way to the rise of Hungary’s new Democratic
government; and

WHEREAS, The Honorable Gyorgy Szabad served from 1990 to 1994 as
the Speaker of Hungary’s first post-communist Parliament; and

WHEREAS, The hard work, sacrifice and dedication of the Honorable
Gyorgy Szabad serve as an example to all; and

WHEREAS, Considered “one of the leading figures of national thought,”
" the Honorable Gyorgy Szabad will be dearly missed and fondly
remembered by his many relatives, friends and admirers; and
