This is in reference to a determination of the minimiun off-street parking requirement pursuant to 
Section 17-10-207-E ofthe Chicago Zoning Ordinance for a Community Center use locating in 
an RS3 Residential Single-Unit District. 

According to the information provided, the facility will serve as a Community Center providing 
space for youth services, parental education, meeting and exhibit space. There will typically be a 
maximum of six employees staffed at any one time. 

Please note that Community Centers are Special Uses and must be reviewed and approved by the 
Zoning Board of Appeals (ZBA). If approved, the intensity of use will be established by the ZBA 
as part of the review and approval process. In as much the typical standard for employee parking 
exercised is one space for every three staff resulting in a requirement of two automobile parking 
spaces along with a default minimum of four bicycle spaces. Furthermore, adding at least two 
spaces to the requirement should allow for user transition or accommodate added staff. 

Therefore, the Department of Planning and Development determines that the minimum off-street 
parking requirement for the proposed Community Center use should be set at four (4) automobile 
parking spaces and four (4) bicycle spaces.
