WHEREAS, In addition to fme dining, the Monastero Family hosted popular 
events such as their Wine Festival and the Bel Canto Foundation Opera 
Contest Evenings where aspiring young vocal artists v^ere given the unique 
opportunity to perform Italian repertoire and gain experience v^^hile competing
