INSTITUTIONAL PLANNED DEVELOPMENT STATEMENTS

6. On-Prcmise signs and temporary signs, such as construction and marketing signs, shall be 
permitted within the Planned Development, subject to the review and approval of the Department of 
Planning and Development. Off-Premise signs are prohibited within the boundary ofthe Planned

7. I"or purposes of height measurement, the definitions in the Zoning Ordinance shall apply. The 
height of any building shall also be subject to height limitations, i f any, established by the Federal 
Aviation Administration. 

8. The maximum permitted fioor area ratio (FAR) for the Property shall be in accordance with the 
attached Bulk Regulations and Data Table. For the purpose of FAR calculations and measurements, 
the definitions in the Zoning Ordinance shall apply. The permitted FAR identified in the Bulk 
Regulations and Data Table has been determined using a net site area of 161,534 square feet and a 
base FAR of 1.50.

Plans for all buildings and improvements on the Property shall be reviewed and approved 
by the Mayor's Office for People with Disabilities to ensure compliance with all applicable laws and 
regulations related to access for persons with disabilities and to promote the highest standard of 
accessibility. 

14. The Applicant acknowledges that it is in the public interest to design, construct, renovate and 
maintain all buildings in a manner that provides healthier indoor environments, reduces operating

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costs and conserves energy and natural resources. Fhe Applicant shall obtain the number of points 
necessary to meet the requirements ofthe Chicago Sustainable Development Policy, in effect at the 
time the Part II review process is initiated for each improvement that is subject to the aforementioned 
Policy and must provide documentation verifying compliance. 

15. The Applicant acknowledges that it is the policy ofthe City to maximize opportunities for 
Minority and Women-owned Business Enterjirises ("M/WBEs") and city residents to compete for 
contracts and jobs on construction projects approved through the planned development process. As 
there are existing improvements within Sub-Areas A and B ofthe Planned Development which have 
been previously constructed, the obligations contained within this Statement only shall apply to any 
additional improvements in Sub-Area A ofthe Planned Development. To assist the city in promoting 
and tracking such M/WBE and city resident participation, an applicant for planned development 
approval shall provide information at three points in the city approval process. First, the applicant 
must submit to DPD, as part of its application for planned development approval, an M/WBE 
Participation Proposal. The M/WBE Participation Proposal must identify the applicant's goals for 
participation of certified M/WBE firms in the design, engineering and construction of the project, 
and of city residents in the construction work. The city encourages goals of 26% MBE and 6% WBE 
participation (measured against the total construction budget for the project or any phase thereof), 
and (ii) 50% city-resident hiring (measured against the total construction work hours for the Sub-
Area A improvements or any phase thereof). The M/WBE Participation Proposal must include a 
description ofthe Applicant's proposed outreach plan designed to infonn M/WBEs and city residents 
of job and contracting opportunities. Second, at the time ofthe Applicant's submission for Part II 
permit review for Sub-Area A improvements or any phase thereof, the Applicant must submit to 
DPD (a) updates (if any) to the Applicant's preliminary outreach plan, (b) a description of tie 
Applicant's outreach efforts and evidence of such outreach, including, without limitation, copies of 
certified letters to M/WBE contractor associations and the ward office of the alderman in which the 
project is located and receipts thereof; (c) responses to the Applicant's outreach efforts, and (d) 
updates (if any) to the applicant's M/WBE and city resident participation goals. Third, prior to 
issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for the Sub-Area A improvements or any phase thereof, the 
Applicant must provide DPD with the actual level of M/WBE and city resident participation in the 
project or any phase thereof, and evidence of such participation. In addition to the forgoing, DPD 
may request such additional information as the department determines may be necessary or useful in 
evaluating the extent to which M/WBEs and city residents are informed of and utilized in planned 
development projects. All such information will be provided in a form acceptable to the Zoning 
Administrator. DPD will report the data it collects regarding projected and actual employment of 
M/WBEs and city residents in planned development prpjects twice yearly to the Chicago Plan 
Commission and annually to the Chicago City Council and the Mayor. 

16. This Planned Development shall be governed by Section 17-13-0612 ofthe Zoning Ordinance. 
Should this Planned Development ordinance lapse, the Commissioner ofthe Department of Planning 
and Development shall initiate a Zoning Map Amendment to rezone the property to the previously 
approved PD 1103, as approved by City Council on March 12, 2008.
