The area delineated herein as Planned Development Niiinber (Planned Development) consists of 
appio.ximately 480.383 square feet of net site area together vvilh certain portions of adjacent rights-
of-way, which are depicted on the attached Planned Development l3oundary and Property Line Map 
(the "Property"), LPC Division I . LP is the ".Applicant" for this Planned Development with the 
authorization ofthe Property owner. 

The requirements, obligations and conditions contained wiiliin this Planned t)evclopment shall be 
binding upon the Applicant, its successors and assigns and. if dilTerenl than the Applicant, the legal 
title holders and any ground lessors. All rights granted hereunder to the Applicanl shall inure to the 
benefit of the Applicant's successors and assigns and, if different than the Applicant, the legal title 
holder and any ground lessors. Furthermore, pursuant lo the requirements of Section 17-8-0400 ofthe 
Chicago Zoning Ordinance, the Property, at the time of application for amendments, modifications or 
changes (administrative, legislative or otherwise) lo this Planned Development are made, shall be 
under single ovvnership or designated control. Single designated control is defmed in Section 17-8-
0400. 

.All applicable official reviews, approvals or permits are required to be obtained by the Applicant or 
its successors, assignees or grantees. Any detlicalion or vacation of streets or alleys or grants of 
easements or any adjustment ofthe right-of-way shall rcquiie a separate submittal to the Department 
of Transportation ("CDO T") on-behalf of the Applicant or its successors, assigns or grantees. 

Any requests for grants of privilege, or any items encroaching on the public way, shall be in 
compliance vvilh the Planned Development. 

Ingress or egress shall be pursuant to the Planned Development and may be subject to the review and 
approval ofthe Department of Planning and Development ("DPD") and CDOT. Closure of all or any 
public street or alley during demolition or constrLiclion shall be subject to the review and approval of 
CDOT. 

Pursuant to a negotiated and executed Perimeter Restoration Agreement ("Agreement") by and 
between CDO'f's Division of Infrastructure Management and the Applicant, the Applicant shall 
provide improvements and restoration of all public way adjacent to the property, which may include, 
but not be limited to, the following as shall be reviewed and determined by CDOT's Division of 
Infrastructure Management:

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The Perimeter Pestoralion .••\giecmeni iinisi be executed prior to any Crj)0'f and DPD Part II review 
permiuing. The Agreemenl sliall rclleci lhat all work must comply with current Rules and 
Regulations and must be designed and constructed in accordance wiih CDOT's Construction 
Standards for work in the Public Way and in compliance with the Mmiicipal Code of Chicago 
Chapter 10-20. Design of said improvements should follow CDO T's Rules and Regulations for 
Construclion in the Public Way as well as The Street and Site Plan Design Ouidelines. Any variation 
in scope or design of public way improvements and restoration must be approved by CDOT.

In any instance where a provision 
of this Planned Development conflicts vvith the Chicago Building Code, the Building Code shall 
control. This Planned Development conforms to the intent and purpose of the Chicago Zoning 
Ordinance, and all requirements thereto, and satisfies the established criteria for approval as a 
Planned Development. In case of a conilict between the terms of this Planned Development 
Ordinance and the Chicago Zoning Ordinance, this Planned Development shall control. 

5. The following uses are permitted in the area delineated herein as a Planned Development: 

Warehouse and distribution, wholesaling, and freight movement (all types); office; utilities and 
services, minor and major; animal services, all types; building maintenance services; business support 
services (copying and production uses shall not be larger than 3,000 square feet); urban farm, indoor 
and rooftop operations; communication service establishments; eating and drinking establishments, 
all types (provided such u.se shall nol exceed 4,000 square feet and shall not provide entertainment); 
small venue entertainment and spectator sports; Iinanciai services (provided such use shall not exceed 
3,000 square feet, and excluding consumer loan establishment, payday/title secured loan store, and 
pawn shop); food and beverage retail sales (provided such use shall nol exceed 3,000 square feet); 
medical service (provided such use shall not exceed 9,000 .square feet); electronic storage data center; 
consumer repair or laundry service (provided such use does not exceed 3,000 square feet of lloor 
area); general retail sales (limited to incidental sales of goods produced on site, and provided the retail 
space shall not occupy more than 3,000 square feet or 20% ofthe total gross lloor area, whichever is 
less); light equipment sale.s/rental; motor vehicle repair shop (may include body work, painting or

Class I recycling facililies; co-locatetl and freestanding wireless communication t'acililics; non-
accessory parking; and accessory and incidental uses, 

6. On-r'remise signs and temporary signs, such as consli'uction and marketing signs, shall be permitted 
wiihin the Planned Development, subject lo the review and approval of DPD. OIT-Premise signs are 
prohibited wiihin tlie boundary of the Planned Development, other than signs promoting products 
produced within, or by the businesses located within, the Planned Development. 

7. For purposes of height measurement, the dellnitions in the Chicago Zoning Ordinance shall apply. 
The height of any building shall also be subject to height limitations, i f any, established by the 
Federal Aviation Administration. 

8. The maximum permitted floor area ratio (l-AR) for the Property shall be in accordance vvith the 
attached Bulk Regulations and Data Table. For the purpose of FAR calculations and measurements, 
the definitions in the Zoning Ordinance shall ajjply. The permitted F.AR identified in the Bulk 
Regulations and Data Table has been determined using a net site area of 480,383 square feet. 

9. Pursuant to Section 17-13-0610, a Part II Review Fee shall be assessed by DPD and paid by the 
Applicant as follows: The review fee is $0,50 per square foot of buildable lloor area. One-half of the 
review lee is due at the time of Plan Commission review, and one-half of the review is due at the time 
of permit review. T he Plan Commission review fee is due at the time of filing the planned 
development application and is based on lhe total btiildable lloor area proposed to be developed, as 
identified in the planned development's Bulk Regulations and Data Table, If the planned 
Development includes phases or sub areas which arc subject to future review by the Department or 
the Chicago Plan Commission prior to the issuance of permits for that phase or sub area, the Plan 
Commission review fee for such phases or sub areas is due when the relevant phase or sub area 
submission is made, pursuant to Section 17-13-0800, I f the buildable lloor area square footage 
changes between Plan Coirunission review and permit review, the total review fee vvill be prorated, 
accordingly, at the time of permit review, 

T he Plans are liereby approved in their entirety and no further approvals shall be required under this 
Planned Development or the Zoning Ordinance for the improvements undertaken in accordance with 
the Plans, other than Part II Approval (per Section 17-13-0610 ofthe Zoning Ordinance). 

10. T'he Site and Landscape Plans shall be in substantial confoririance vvith the Landscape Ordinance and 
any other corresponding regulations and guidelines, including Section 17-13-0800. Final landscape 
plan review and approval will be by DPD. Any interim reviews associated vvith site plan review or 
Part II reviews, are conditional until final Part II approval. 

11. The Applicant shall comply vvilh Rules and Regulations for the Maintenance of Stockpiles 
promulgated by the Commissioners ofthe Departments of Streets and Sanitation, Fleet and Facility 
Management and Buildings, under Section l3-32-08,s, or any other provision ofthe Municipal Code 
of Chicago. 

12. The terms and conditions of development under this Planned Development ordinance may be

13. The .Applicant acknowledges that it is in the public interest lo design, conslrticl and maintain the 
project in a manner wliich promotes, enal.iles and maximizes tiniversal access ihrotighout the 
Property. Plans for all buildings and improvements on the Property shall be reviewed and approved 
by the Mayor's Office lor People with Disabilities to ensuie compliance with all applicable laws and 
regulations related to access for persons with disabilities and to promote the highest standard of 
accessibility. 

14. The Applicant acknowledges that it is in the public interest to design, construct, renovate and 
maintain all buildings in a manner that provides healthier indoor environments, reduces operating 
costs and conserves energy and natural resources. The Applicant shall obtain the number of points 
necessary to meet the requirements ofthe Chicago Sustainable Development Policy, in effect at the 
time the Part II review process is initiated for each improvement that is subject to the aforementioned 
Policy and must provide documentation verifying compliance. 

15. Subject in all cases to tlie "other statements, terms, regtilations and provisions of this Planned 
Development, the Applicant shall have the right to designate subareas within the Planned 
Development from time lo time in order lo promote orderly developirient, to facilitate financing, 
acquisition, leasing or disposition of the Property or relevant portions thereof, to designate zoning 
control or to otherwise administer this Planned Development. The designation and re-designation of 
subareas sliall nol in and of itself require an amendment to this Planned Development and shall be 
approved as a minor change, pursuant lo Section 17-13-0611; included in stich minor change, the 
Applicant shall provide notice of all material terms of any such designation to DPD, including the 
designated area and the bulk regulations that will apply therein, for DPD's administrative purposes to 
facilitate Part II review for any such designated subarea. In furtherance ofthe foregoing, and in all 
cases subject to the other statements, terms, regulations and provisions of this Planned Development,

16. The Applicant acknowledges that it is the policy ofthe City to maximize opportunities for Minority 
and Women-owned Business Enterprises ("M/WBEs") and city residents to compete for contracts and 
jobs on construction projects apj^roved through the planned development process. To assist the city in 
promoting and tracking such M/WBE and city resident participation, an applicant fbr planned 
development approval shall provide information at three points in the city approval process. First, the 
applicant mtist submit to DPD, as part of its application fbr planned development approval, an 
M/WBE Participation Proposal. The M/WBE Participation Proposal must identify the applicftnt's 
goalsTor participation of certified M/WT3E firms in the design, engineering and construction ofthe 
project, and of city residents in the construction work. The city encourages goals of (i) 26% MBE and 
6% WRE participation (measured against the total construclion budget for the project or any phase 
thereof), and (ii) 50% city resident hiring (measured against the total conslrtiction work hours for the

Second, at lhe lime ofthe .Applicanl's submission for Part II permit review 
for the project or any phase thereof, the .Appliciinl must subnfit to DPD (a) updates (if any) to the 
Applicant's preliminary outreach plan, (b) a description of the .Applicant's outreach efforts and 
evidence of such oulreach, including, without limitation, copies of certified letters to M/WBE 
contractor associations and the ward office of the alderman in which the project is located and 
receipts thereof; (c) responses to the .Applicant's otitreach efforts, and (d) updates (if any) to the 
applicant's M/WBE and city resident participation goals.
