47 West Leland Avenue and North Ravenswood Avenue; Amend Ordinance passed
11/19/2014, journal page 98814, by Striking: west side only and Inserting in lieu thereof: west side, from
West Leland Avenue to West Lawrence Avenue; And Also North Ravenswood Avenue (west roadway, east
side) from West Leland Avenue to a point 165 feet south of West Lawrence Avenue, Industrial Permit
Parking Zone 20, 10:00am to 12:00pm and 2:00pm to 4:00pm, Monday through Friday [02017-2045]
