Ten (10) at eleven point six (11.6) feet in length, and five (5) feet in width for a total of five hundred eighty (580) square
feet.

Said Balcony(s) at Public Alley measure(s):

Eighteen (18) at eleven point six (11.6) feet in length, and five (5) feet in width for a total of one thousand forty-four (1044)
square feet.

The location of said privilege shall be as shown on prints kept on file with the Department of Business Affairs and
Consumer Protection and the Office of the City Clerk.

Said privilege shall be constructed in accordance with plans and specifications approved by the Department of Planning
and Development and Department of Transportation (Division of Project Development).
