He had volunteered to fight for the Army Air
Corp in 1942. Their first daughter, Carol, was born while Abe was in the service and Anne was
basically a single mother until Abe's return in 1945; and

WHEREAS, Like many couples, Anne and Abe both had to work to support their family,
Abe driving a school bus for handicapped children and Anne working nights at Campbell Soup.
They lived in Brighton Park until 1957 when they purchased a house in the Garfield Ridge
neighborhood where Anne still lives today; and

WHEREAS, Anne and Abe had five children: Carol, Bill, Cindy, Mary and Fran, 10
grandchildren and 12 great grandchildren. She is a founding member of St. Jane DeChantel
Parish (St. Faustina) and a founding member of the Brighton Park Polish Highlanders Club. She
took quilting classes at the Chicago Park District then formed a quilting club that lasted for
more than 10 years. Anne worked at Campbell Soup for 35 years, retiring the day before Abe
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unexpectantly passed away in 1984. Anne remains in their Garfield Ridge home, and continued
driving until December of 2000; and

WHEREAS, Anne still enjoys quilting and sewing and never misses Wheel of Fortune.
