WHEREAS, Robert M. Gates Secretary Gates has been awarded the National Security Medal, the Presidential
Citizens Medal, has twice received the National Intelligence Distinguished Service Medal, and has three times
received CIA's highest award, the Distinguished Intelligence Medal; and
